Where to Drink/Eat

Brentford is famous for being the only ground in England that has a pub at every corner of the
ground. The surrounding land was formerly owned by the Griffin Brewery, hence Griffin Park. If
you are feeling thirsty, get there early and have a pint in all four. They are the Royal Oak (a
small locals pub), The Griffin (serves Fullers real ale), The Princess Royal & The New Inn.
The New Inn is the favoured pub for away supporters.

There is also the Potters Arms, which is a nice quiet little place for a beer, plus it has a large
screen showing SKY Sports. This pub is just a couple of minutes walk away across the road
from the New Inn.

There is also the Waggon and Horses. This pub is in easy reach of the ground. There is a
real ale pub, the 'Magpie & Crown' which is only five minutes walk away from the ground, on
Brentford High Street. The pub has four real ales on tap and welcomes both home and away
supporters'.
